In football, the Baltimore Colts
defeat the New York Giants 23-17 to
win the NFL title. Jimmy Byran wins
the Indy 500 with an average speed
of 133.8 mph.  The Brazilian soccer
team defeats Sweden 5-2 to win the
World Cup. A horse named Tim Tam
wins the Kentucky Derby.  Floyd
Patterson knocks out Roy Harris in
the 12th round in Los Angeles to
remain heavyweight champion.
